The light ghost of Christmas Past. 
WHAT? 
It shows Scrooge an old Christmas 
Day, when he was young and happy, 
not lonely or cross, with his sister and 
his boss!

Present. 
WHAT? It shows him the Cratchit family, 
which looks so festive, in spite of their 
poverty and the illness of poor Tiny Tim, 
the youngest son.

Future. 
WHAT? It first shows him the death of 
poor Tiny Tim, and then his own grave, 
“unloved and unkept, alone in a 
cemetery, where nobody wept.”
